Ctvrtek 21. srpna

Setkani bylo zahajeno ve &tvrtek pFijezdem a ubytovanim ucastnikl v odpolednich hodinach. Prvni
spole¢ny vecer byl vénovan predstaveni zd€astnénych organizaci, coz vytvofilo pevny zaklad pro
budouci spolupraci. Nasledny program se pfesunul k odbornéj§im tématim; formou diskuzniho féra
,~Ja a Evropska unie” a workshopld zaméfenych na Uspéchy i kritické pFijimani EU G€astnici reflektovali
své postaveni v evropském spolecenstvi. Vecer uzavrela dilezita debata o rovnych pfilezitostech.

Patek 22. srpna

Patec¢ni program byl navrzen tak, aby propojil kritické politické mysleni s praktickou mezinarodni
spolupraci. Den byl zahajen v 10:00 spole¢nou rozcvi¢kou, ktera slouzila jako neformalni ledoborec
pro utuzeni kolektivu.

Hlavnim bodem dopoledne (11:00-12:00) byla odborna beseda s europoslancem Petrem Sokolem,
jejimz ustfednim tématem byl euroskepticismus. Tato diskuse poskytla i¢astnikiim jedine¢nou

prilezitost konfrontovat své nazory s realitou evropskeé politiky a hloubégji porozumét pri¢inam odporu k
integraci v riznych ¢astech unie.

Odpoledni blok se nesl v duchu praktické sounalezitosti. Probéhla mezigeneraéni multikulturni
kulinafska dilna, béhem niz ucastnici spole¢né pfipravovali kotlikovy gulas, coz podpofilo neformalni
dialog mezi riznymi vékovymi skupinami. Soubé&zné probihal workshop zaméfeny na mladez a jeji
reprezentaci v politickych procesech. Vyznamnym pfinosem byla tc¢ast zastupct Europe Direct
Kroméfiz, ktefi prezentovali aktualni evropské programy a moznosti mobility pro mladé lidi. Cely blok
byl dopInén o venkovni hry, sportovni aktivity a folklorni program, coz zddraznilo kulturni rozmanitost
regionu.

Den vyvrcholil spoleCenskym vecerem, kde hudba a tanec napfi¢ celou Evropou symbolizovaly
jednotu v rozmanitosti, ktera je zakladnim pilifem EU.

Sobota 23. srpna

Sobota byla zaméfena na poznavani lokalniho kontextu a diskuzi o citlivych celospoleCenskych
tématech. Dopoledne se uskuteénily kulturné-historické exkurze ve Zling. Ugastnici navstivili Battv
mrakodrap, symbol moderni architektury a podnikavosti, a dale Kostel sv. Filipa a Jakuba a
Evangelicky kostel, ¢imz ziskali vhled do historie i duchovniho zivota hostitelské zemé.

Odpoledne patfilo prohlidce ZOO Lesna, ktera vSak nebyla pouze odpocinkovou aktivitou. Byla
koncipovana jako pfipadova studie genderové vyvazenosti, kde u€astnici analyzovali rovné pfilezZitosti
v ramci pracovniho kolektivu této instituce. Tento netradi¢ni pfistup umoznil pfenést teoretické znalosti
o rovnosti pohlavi do realné praxe.

Vecerni program se vénoval ochrané prav déti, coz je jedna z kli€ovych priorit politiky EU. Tato
odborna diskuze byla nasledné vyvazena kreativnim workshopem na téma ,Mé oblibené misto v EU",
kde Ucastnici prostfednictvim vytvarného projevu sdileli své osobni vazby k evropskému prostoru.

Nedéle 24. srpna

Zavérecny den setkani byl orientovan na vizi budoucnosti EU a vymeénu nazorl na dalsi smérovani
integrace. Ugastnici se vénovali tvorbé digitalnich materiald v ramci sekce ,Mladez a budoucnost®.
Velmi aktualnim bodem programu byl kviz zaméreny na medialni gramotnost, dezinformace a
propagandu, ktery pfipravil mladé lidi na bezpe&ny pohyb v online prostoru. Celé setkani bylo oficialné
ukon&eno v 11:00 spole¢nym rozlou¢enim a odjezdem domd.

Thursday, August 21 The meeting commenced on Thursday with the arrival and accommodation of
participants during the afternoon hours. The first evening together was dedicated to the introduction of
the participating organizations, which established a solid foundation for future cooperation. The
subsequent program moved towards more professional topics; through a discussion forum titled "Me
and the European Union" and workshops focused on both the successes and the critical perceptions
of the EU, participants reflected on their position within the European community. The evening
concluded with an important debate on equal opportunities.

Friday, August 22 Friday's program was designed to bridge critical political thinking with practical
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international cooperation. The day began at 10:00 AM with a joint morning exercise, which served as
an informal icebreaker to strengthen the group collective. The main highlight of the morning (11:00 AM
—12:00 PM) was a professional discussion with MEP Petr Sokol, focusing on the central theme of
Euroscepticism. This discussion provided participants with a unique opportunity to confront their views
with the reality of European politics and to gain a deeper understanding of the reasons behind
resistance to integration in various parts of the Union. The afternoon session was held in the spirit of
practical solidarity. An intergenerational multicultural culinary workshop took place, during which
participants prepared a traditional kettle goulash together, fostering informal dialogue between
different age groups. Simultaneously, a workshop focused on youth and their representation in political
processes was held. A significant contribution was the participation of representatives from Europe
Direct KroméFiz, who presented current European programs and mobility opportunities for young
people. The entire block was complemented by outdoor games, sports activities, and a folklore music
program, highlighting the cultural diversity of the region. The day culminated in a social evening where
music and dance from across Europe symbolized "Unity in Diversity," a fundamental pillar of the EU.

Saturday, August 23 Saturday was focused on exploring the local context and discussing sensitive
societal issues. In the morning, cultural-historical excursions took place in Zlin. Participants visited the
Bata Skyscraper, a symbol of modern architecture and entrepreneurship, as well as the Church of St.
Philip and James and the Evangelical Church, gaining insight into the history and spiritual life of the
host country. The afternoon was dedicated to a tour of the LeSna Zoo, which was not merely a leisure
activity. It was designed as a case study on gender balance, where participants analyzed equal
opportunities within the institution's workforce. This non-traditional approach allowed for the transfer of
theoretical knowledge about gender equality into real-world practice. The evening program addressed
the protection of children's rights, one of the key priorities of EU policy. This professional discussion
was subsequently balanced by a creative workshop on the theme "My Favorite Place in the EU,"
where participants shared their personal connections to the European space through artistic
expression.

Sunday, August 24 The final day of the meeting was oriented toward the vision for the future of the
EU and an exchange of views on the further direction of integration. Participants engaged in creating
digital materials within the "Youth and Future" section. A very topical point of the program was a quiz
focused on media literacy, disinformation, and propaganda, which prepared young people for safe
navigation in the online environment. The entire meeting officially concluded at 11:00 AM with a joint
farewell and departure for home.
